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International contest “Kovrizhkin-2020”
(for problems on 100-square board)
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Anatolij Ivanovitch Kovrizhkin (1916 – 1980)

The International contest “Kovrizhkin-2020” is organised by the Ukrainian Draughts Federation with support of the KvD.
Regulations of the contest
1. The contest runs under International rules of the CPI FMJD (part 1) specified in the year 2002 (RI-2002) at Master-level.

2. Problems with the colour-balance from 10x10 till 15x15 are to be accepted. Allowed are: problems published (including on the Internet) after 31 of December 1999 and unpublished problems. The task for the problems is: “White to move and to win”.

3. Not accepted are:

3.1. problems which participated in a competition, independently on whether problems were published or not;
3.2. problems with a White piece or White pieces on squares 6, 7, 8, 9, 10 in the Initial position of the problem;
3.3. problems with a King in the Initial position;

3.4. problems composed in co-authorship;
3.5. problems sent by ordinary post.

4. Everybody who wishes to participate in this contest may send no more than two problems. Problems can be sent up and including 31.12.2020 to the email-address of the Main arbiter: yushkevitch12@gmail.com
5. An infringement of one of the regulations written in paragraphs 1–4 is ground for not being admitted to this contest. Participating in this contest means that a participant agrees with regulations of this contest.

6. This contest is run in two stages: Preliminary and Final.
At the Preliminary stage every jury-member selects 25 problems for the Final stage.

As a minimum 25 problems, which obtain the highest sum of votes of all jury-members, are selected for the Final stage.

At the Final stage every jury-member ranks the problems to places starting from the first place. The winner is to be defined according to the lowest-sum of places for one problem. 

If two (or more) participants obtain an equal lowest-sum of places, then the additional vote(s) will define the winner and the two vice-winners (2nd and 3rd place).
7. The two vice-winners are awarded the following books: 
“Mir Miniaturs” (authors – B.Shkitkin, V.Matus and S.Yushkevitch); 
“700 selected compositions from Ukraine championships 1980-1995” (authors – M.Ben and S.Yushkevitch); 
“3x2=1!” (author – S.Yushkevitch); 
“DCMA” (author – S.Yushkevitch);
“Pershij World-champion” (author – S.Yushkevitch).

The winner is awarded the books indicated above and also receives the books: 
“Combinations on 100-square board” (author – A.Kovrizhkin) and 
“History of Draughts problematic” (author – S.Yushkevitch).

Diplomas in electronic view/form will be sent to all the participants according to their participating result: diploma of participation, diploma of Final stage participation, diploma of vice-winner (2nd and 3rd place), diploma of winner.
